
Marta Chojnacka Biography and Thoughts about Series and Painting

Biography:

Marta Chojnacka from Polish immigrant background, traveling and growing up in Madrid, Spain and eventually settling in Vancouver, opened the doors for her to graduate from UBC Studio Fine Arts Faculty in 2003 and in 2004 completed her B.Ed. Currently teaching Art Foundations, Advanced Art, Graphic Design and Media Photography as a high school teacher at Bodwell High School, and completing her education at UBC in the Art Education Masters Program in 2010. 

She travelled, lived and experienced many things around the world (Torreon, Mexico; Madrid, Spain; Cartagena, Colombia; and Havana, Cuba) and her art represents her journey both visually and on a representational level. Her art work has a common theme; it is very deep embedded with hidden images, lines, geometric shapes, imaginary worlds and emotional thoughts. Marta believes that every artist leaves a mark on their paintings even if it's sold, given or taken away, that little part will always stay in the image. The works are related in the sense of structure, composition and colour. The similar style enhances feelings and emotions and each of her pieces holds a symbol that represents Chojnacka and the connection as an artist to their visual creation.


Biography and thoughts about Art and my Work.


I have come to understand the concept of letting someone into my paintings, to have the viewers not only admire, but to understand and connect with every inch of what I have painted on canvas.  A canvas to me is a pure and solid connection to my soul.  I have looked at it raw, I have touched it bare and I have come to cover it to something that directly relates to who I am.  


The process of painting and the expression through visual work is the encapsulation of a way to enter a study of another and your own world and to explore all the ideas and images that one has been influenced by through time.  Painting is a way of opening the door to my inner soul and expressing and learning from people that surround me as well as the ones that have left me.   To me painting has been a living inquiry in my own skin.  


Therefore, is it something subconscious that I do when I paint, do I plan to have my viewers enter each painting and connect directly with it? I have realized that it is best to let it be at times and let the work speak on its own.  Each viewer will connect to each painting in their own way; will see things based on how they feel, where they are from and how close they approach the lines that I made to guide them in seeing reality through their own sense.

About the Corazon Series:

The Corazon Series, is a collection of twelve paintings that not only are emotionally attached to my mind, heart and my physical subconscious being, but to everyone that takes the opportunity to be part of them.  Moreover, the colours, symbols and emotional dilemmas that I had to deal with when producing each painting, relates directly to how we live in this world.  Too often the world surrounds us in darkness.  We face heartbreak, pain and stormy weather, these elements that play on each other and on our moods every day, but what about the sunny days and the positive views of this world? That is something that we can all question, why do we focus on the troubled?

This series, does not question the troubled, it provides it for you. Directly and narrowed, straight to you with open layers and varied viewer perceptions.


The relationships that the paintings formulate with the viewer are all in partnership of how the viewer sees themselves in this world. The first concept that I am going to discuss is the reasoning of emotional connectivity to an image and yourself.  Then, I will further this discussion with the concept of relationships as mistakes in life.  Lastly, I will finalize this concept with the idea of symbols as entry points to paintings, these twelve paintings.  

This collection of twelve paintings deals with the symbols of heart as Corazon stands in Spanish.  Growing up in a Spanish culture I have learned the value of the heart and the possession of it when someone else’s heart becomes yours.  As unbelievable this may sound one can understand and believe that perhaps we are all living this fairy tale of wanting to meet that one person that will be with us through thin and thick.  However, we all know how difficult this is can be to achieve.  I have not created these 12 paintings to deal with the stories of my broken heart, but rather to unlock an entry point for viewers to relate closely and connect with the images that evoke and provoke some sort of reaction.  It has been an exciting journey creating these 12 paintings and sharing it with viewers has become more than a project, but in fact an accident with all the paintings and images.
